Where to go for help  
 
If you need help you should go o Student Services located on the 
ground floor next to Reception.

We know how daunting it can be coming to a new building so 
please ask as many questions as you need to, everyone will be happy 
to help if they can. 
 
Attendance and Punctuality

letter outlining the schoolôs concerns about the impact on learning of 
poor time keeping.

Induction  
At these information sessions you will be told about when the lessons are, 
where they take place and any other information that you will need to know 
about being a Link Learner. 
 
Study Facilities  
As a Link Learner you are entitled to use the facilities at each of the schools 
or college at which you are enrolled.  You should have access to the 
Library, the Learning Resource Centres, the computer network and 
appropriate specialist resources.  Please ask your teacher/lecturer about 
obtaining the relevant log on codes. 
 
Learning Review System  
There are separate review systems for each provider.  Please see the 
information about these later in this handbook. 
 
Progress/Parentsô Evenings 
Each of the schools and the College holds one progress/parentsô evening 
per year group, per year.  The dates of these meetings are included in this 
handbook.  Your parent/guardian will be invited to attend the meeting at the 
schools and/or college where you are studying, so that your progress can 
be discussed. 
 
Examination Entry Procedures  

¶ You are responsible for completing and submitting exam entry forms by 
the specified date at the institution where you will sit the assessment. 

¶ AS and A2 level subjects each consist of modules or  units, some of 
which may be examined in January.  The remainder will be examined  
or assessed in May/June. 

¶ You must follow the host institution's exam policy. 

¶ Photo ID is required when sitting an assessment at the Link host 
institution.

INFORMATION 

Exam Entry Procedures (continued) 
 
You will take your examinations in the school or college you are 
studying that subject.  The schools and the College will enter you for 
the examinations in the same way as they do full-time learners.  
You must keep any correspondence about examinations in a safe 
place.  You must bring the examination notification slip to each 
examination together with your Learner ID card if you are studying 
at the College. 
 
After the AS Examinations in Year 12 
 
You are expected to attend lessons after your final AS examination 
in June until the end of the term as appropriate to the delivery 
partner so that you are able to access the A2 course. 
 
Disciplinary Systems 
 
You are expected to attend all lessons and take responsibility for 
your own learning, completing all work set and complying with the 
codes of conduct belonging to the schools and college where you 
are studying.  Should any problems arise in this area, each provider 
will raise the concern firstly with you and, if necessary, with your 
home provider.  The home school/college will contact your parent/
guardian if this is appropriate. 
 
In the event of there being any problems requiring formal 
disciplinary measures you will be subject to the procedures of your 
home school/college.  The other school or college that you attend 
may be asked to provide information as part of that procedure. 
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¶ If you are underachieving relative to your TMG 
and average GCSE score, Interim Reviews with 
your subject tutor may take place, in the first 
instance and be followed up in your home 
school/college.  There may be a personal and/or 
extraneous reasons why your work is not up to 
scratch and every help will be given to support 
you, if there are genuine reasons affecting your 
standard of work. 

¶ Where work is declining because of lack of effort 
or motivation, then again, every effort is made to 
overcome difficulties.  If you have chosen the 
wrong course, hopefully this will be fairly 
apparent early on in Year 12, and you need to 
approach your Tutor.  Do not be afraid to raise 
the issue facing  you.  If difficulties can be 
overcome, well and good, but if you want to 
change a subject option, then this must be done 
by the end of the first fortnight in September, 
after term has started. 

¶ Link Learners who consistently miss deadlines, 
or have erratic attendance or regularly 
underachieve will be accountable to their subject 
tutor at the Link establishment but also will be 
required to discuss their difficulties with the 
home base curriculum advisor.

Attendance and Punctuality  
 
Attendance (either on a lesson or daily basis) falling below our school 
average of 94%, or persistent lateness, ithout a medical or other satisfactory 
explanation, will be considered to be a serious concern and remedial action 
will be initiated by the Learnerôs tutor and Head of Sixth.  Sanctions will be 
enforced by the subject tutor and the Head of Sixth. 
 
All absences must be explained by a letter, written and signed by a parent/
guardian, or, if the student has a medical or other appointment, the 
appointment card must be shown to the tutor as verification of the absence 
or lateness.

Learning Review System  
 

¶ As an ongoing process each learner will be continually assessed on 
term work, homework, meeting deadlines, study skills competency 
etc. 

¶ Subject tutors will expect you to adhere to meeting deadlines for 
essays, coursework, presentations or any other work to be handed in 
for assessment. 

¶ Internal reviews with pastoral tutors take place at the end of each 
term, either during Tutorial time or on Review Days.  Parentsô Evening 
for AS level learners is December 2nd and for A2 level learners in 
October 16th.  For Link Learners, tutors may arrange mutually 
appropriate review opportunities to fit in with your timetable. 

¶ Your academic performance, motivation and effort etc will be 
discussed against your target minimum grade (TMG) and targets will 
be set for the following term along with dates set by which these 
targets will be met as part of your ILP. 

¶ Subject staff usually make constructive comments at the end of each 
piece of assessed work, to help you improve and make progress.
